Training for Overseas Teachers

The MOE provides subsidies (NT$2,000 per person per
day) for groups of overseas teachers of Chinese to come
to Taiwan for up to 2 weeks, for further professional
training.

Foreign Student Short-term
Chinese Study Groups

The MOE provides subsidies of NT$4,000 per person
per week for groups of foreign students to study
Chinese for 2-4 weeks.

Huayu Enrichment Scholarships
Monthly stipend: NT$25,000.
