Chinese attaches great importance to phonological beauty, so
disyllabic and four-character patterns are often used in sentence
structures. For instance, a single syllabus adjective(SV) such as
"good(hdo)" "hot(re)" "cold(léng)" "busy(mang)" "difficult(ndn)" ect.
are usually added a " very(hén)" in the front and form a disyllabic
structure. In these disyllabic structure sentences, "very(hén)" is not
necessarily for emphasizing the adjective, but for the phonological
beauty.
