In Taiwan, coffee is often referred to as “black gold.” According to
statistics, the average number of cups of coffee consumed per person annually
in Taiwan has already surpassed the global average. As a result, convenience
stores have eagerly entered this booming market. Most convenience stores
in Taiwan use espresso machines to brew coffee on the spot and offer a
wide variety of flavors. They also launch seasonal specialty drinks, such as
gingerbread lattes in the winter and Sicilian coffee in the summer. In addition,
convenience stores collaborate with dessert shops to offer dessert-flavored
coffees or special promotions that combine coffee with sweet treats. For
many people, buying a cup of coffee at a convenience store every morning
has become an essential daily habit, reflecting the rapid growth of Taiwan’s
