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Dajia Mazu

In Taiwan, there is an important religious event called raojing
(pilgrimage procession), in which a deity goes on a symbolic journey
and followers walk behind shérjiao (palanquin) and pray along the
way. These pilgrimage processions often pass through many cities and
attract more than just devotees- even the President and local
government heads also participate. For instance, one of the most



famous pilgrimage events in Taiwan is the Dajia Mazu Pilgrimage, held
annually by Jenn Lann Temple in Dajia, Taichung. According to the
Discovery Channel, this event is often regarded as one of the world’s
three major religious festivals, on par with the Catholic Christmas Mass
and the Islamic Hajj to Mecca.

The Dajia Mazu Pilgrimage lasts nine days and eight nights, with
the total journey covering approximately 340 kilometers. The pilgrimage
route starts from Dajia, passes through Taichung, Changhua, and
Yunlin along the way, reaches Xingang in Chiayi, and finally returns to
Dajia. During these nine days and eight nights, devotees can choose
to join the entire pilgrimage or participate in only one section. The
most special tradition during the event is “Crawling Under the

Eh)

Palanquin,” also called “Crawling Under the Sedan Chair.” Devotees
lie face down on the ground, letting the palanquin pass over their
bodies, hoping to receive the protection of the deity in this way. This
tradition is very popular. Nowadays, people who want to join the
pilgrimage can not only check Mazu’s location using a mobile app but
also record their own journey.

Along the pilgrimage route, many people provide free food and
drinks to those in need, allowing participants to feel the hospitality and
friendliness of Taiwanese people. In 2010, the Ministry of Culture has
listed this event as an intangible cultural heritage. The Dajia Mazu
Pilgrimage has become one of the world’s important events to learn
about Taiwanese culture. If you have the chance, you are welcome to
