Since it was recommended by 7/me magazine and
a British travel website, many foreign tourists would arrange a trip or
hike to Taroko when they visit Taiwan. It is also a popular location
for school field trips and family vacations.

There are several ways to get to Taroko. You can take a train
to Hualien and then take a bus to Taroko. Alternatively, you can fly
from Taipei to Hualien and then rent a car or scooter to get there.
For international visitors, a day tour is the most time-efficient and
convenient option, as most drivers can speak English and provide
detailed commentary along the way.

For your first time in Taroko, we recommend three well-known trails:

¢ Shakadang Trail: You can walk, see the mountains, the
river, and many flowers, as well as plants
and small animals.

¢ Changchun Shrine Trail: This trail is easy and features a famous

shrine.

¢ Yanzikou Trail: You can see a very deep gorge. Wear a helmet,

as small rocks may fall from above.

There are many places to visit
at a relaxed pace, but remember to bring water, sunscreen, and a
hat.
