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Appreciate the Beautiful Hiking Trails of Taroko

If this isn't your first time visiting Taroko National Park and you
want to further appreciate its beauty, the following three trails are
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worth taking a walk:

1. Baiyang Trail. Starting from Tianxiang, you can take a walk
on the Baiyang Trail. This trail is not difficult and offers beautiful
scenery. Along the way, you'll find the Water Curtain Cave, where you
can see water flowing down the rocks, creating a unique water wall.

2. Jiugu Cave Trail. This winding trail features a section with
glass panels, resembling a sky walk, allowing you to see the river and
rocks below. It's both unique and beautiful.

3. Zhuilu Ancient Trail. Visitors who wish to hike the Zhuilu
Ancient Trail must apply for and obtain permission before entering.
This trail was once used by the Taroko people and is a preservation
area. The scenery is stunning.

In addition to the trails, Taroko is also rich in Indigenous culture.
The name Taroko comes from the Taroko people. The Taroko people
live near the Liwu River, in the mountains, and survive by catching
animals. When children reach the age of fourteen or fifteen, they
undergo a facial tattoo ceremony, marking their maturity, ability to care
for themselves and their families, and to enter marriage. From this
point on, they are considered true Taroko people. Facial tattoos are
not only a cultural expression, but also symbolize beauty and
aesthetics.

Talwan currently has sixteen indigenous groups, each with its own
distinct language and culture, each a valuable cultural treasure of this
land. When visiting this place, besides enjoying the scenery, don't
forget to learn about the indigenous culture and enrich your knowledge
while you are at it.
