There are many famous fireworks displays around the world, such
as Sydney’s New Year's Eve celebrations (Australia) and New York's
Fourth of July fireworks (U.S.). Canada and Dubai also have their
own unigue fireworks shows.

In Taiwan, the most famous fireworks display is the Taipei 101 New



Year's Eve fireworks show, one of the major annual events. This
tradition began in 2003 and is held annually on the evening of
December 3 1st. In addition to the beautiful fireworks, there's also a
lively New Year's Eve party with singers and dancers, leading
everyone in a countdown to welcome the new year. Because the
fireworks are launched from a skyscraper, up to 508 meters, the
display looks particularly spectacular as a rare skyscraper fireworks
display in the world.

Taipei 101 is also a renowned building. To prevent it from
collapsing during earthquakes or typhoons, it has a “wind damping
ball” installed to help maintain its balance-- a safe and unique
design. The building's exterior also incorporates many traditional cultural
symbols, such as the bamboo segments, which symbolize increasing
height and progress. The exterior walls feature square and circular
designs, with the outer circle and inner square resembling ancient
coins, symbolizing “money comes” and “wealth.”

Besides Taipei 101, there are many other interesting places
nearby, such as the Songshan Cultural and Creative Park, Jimmy's
Moon Bus, and 44 South Village, all of which are very popular.
There are many activities and attractions here, making it a fun and

interesting place to learn more about Taiwanese culture.
