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National Palace Museum

The National Palace Museum, often referred to as Gugong
(Palace Museum), is Taiwan's most famous museum, housing over
600,000 artifacts that represent significant aspects of Chinese culture.
Many of these artifacts are incredibly precious and valuable, leading
many to call the Palace Museum a treasure trove of culture. Many
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foreigners visiting Taiwan arrange time to visit. Due to the vast
collection of artifacts, the museum changes its theme approximately
every three months, thus offering a variety of exhibitions throughout
the year.

Among the most popular artifacts are the Jadeite Cabbage, the
Meat-Shaped Stone, and the Ding Cauldron of Duke Mao. Other
treasures include the renowned and precious Trio of National
Treasures: Travelers Among Mountains and Streams, Early Spring, and
Whispering Fines in Myriad Valleys. While these landscape paintings
differ in style, they all evoke a sense of entering another world. The
Palace Museum also offers downloadable images of its artifacts, which
can be used as desktop or mobile wallpapers, allowing everyone to
appreciate art at any time.

Except for Mondays, the museum is open every day. Weekends
are the most crowded, because in addition to visiting the exhibitions,
visitors can also reserve a tour of the Chang Dai-Ch’ien Residence.
Chang Dai-Ch’ien was a famous Chinese painter whose works are
loved by many and often sold at high prices in international auctions.
If you feel tired during the visit, there are several restaurants in the
museum where you can eat and take a break. Near the main
entrance, there is a special restaurant that serves dishes inspired by
the museum’s artifacts, such as the Jadeite Cabbage Salad and the
Meat-shaped Stone Dessert. You can also try popular Taiwanese
foods like beef noodle soup and braised pork rice.

At the National Palace Museum, you can enjoy both beautiful art
and delicious food. It’'s a treat for the eyes, ears, and taste buds —
no wonder so many people say it's worth a visit.

Ding Cauldron of Duke Mao is a large bronze tripod cauldron from the
Western Zhou dynasty. It is one of the most important bronze artifacts in
Chinese history, known for its long inscription inside.
